MINUTES

PRESENT:  Richard Harris, Chairman; Donna Wright, Vice-Chair; Emil Kantra, Solicitor; Ellen Koplin, Township Manager and approximately 11 members of the audience.  

· Chairman Harris called the meeting to order at approximately 7:31 pm.
OLD BUSINESS:

· Draft Recreation & Open Space(R&O) Plan

Wright explained that Attorney Kantra will go over the draft plan and the procedure for adoption was discussed.  Attorney Kantra will review the R&O Plan and adoption procedures at the next workshop.  

Wright related that the designs and plans for the Lower Milford Community Park are being finalized for bidding.  She said the R&O Board will be looking into creating a non-profit organization in order to receive donations for park & recreation projects.
NEW BUSINESS:

· Kings View Indemnification Agreement

Attorney Kantra reviewed need for the Kings View Indemnification Agreement because of PENNDOT’s recent interpretation of the HOP process, requiring the Township to be the applicant because of liability issues.  Attorney Kantra will have the developer review the agreement language.

· MS4- Public Education 
A handout, “Be Hydro-Logical”, was distributed

· Koplin gave an update on the Limeport Sewage Project

· General permits for stream crossing were submitted to PA DEP and a permit application has been submitted to the Delaware River Basin Commission.

· Applied for H2O Grant for $1.3M
· Pennvest application has been made

· House appropriations for 2009 - received news from Congressman Dent that there is $200,000 appropriated for Lower Milford Township’s sewage system subject to approval by the Senate.  

· Additional requests for 2010 were filed with Congressman Dent and Senator Specter

· Community Development Block Grants – there is $54K available for lateral connection for those who qualify, if used by the end of the year.  The schedule may not permit, although we can reapply for next year. Though if asking for other funding such as for tapping fees, the Davis-Bacon Wage requirement needs to be utilized in the construction costs. 
Harris requested that Koplin send a letter to Limeport residents regarding the progress as soon as it is definitive on the 2009 Appropriation.
· Jean Schock questioned what stage the Kingsview Development was at in the planning approval process. She was informed that the Planning Commission had granted them Conditional Preliminary approval.
Announcements:

· An initial list of Lower Milford Township Road Projects was submitted to Karen Beyer for consideration for the Transportation Stimulus Plan.
· There will be a National Ag Week Celebration following the March 19, 2009 Board of Supervisors Meeting
· Lower Milford Annual Clean-Up Day will be held Saturday, April 25 from 8 am to noon

· Harris adjourned the meeting at 8:00 pm.
