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Quarry application receives Deficiency Notice

The PA Department of Environmental Protection’s Pottsville Mining Office (DEP) is-
sued a 12-page notice to Geryville Materials, Inc. outlining 95 significant technical
deficiencies regarding their non-coal surface mining application for a quarry in Lower
Milford Township.

This came after a 2015 hearing held on June 3 at the township building by DEP . The
meeting room was filled and people stood in the foyer to listen. Comments and data
were presented to DEP by residents, neighboring municipalities, environmental organi-
zations, professional hydrogeologists, sporting organizations and municipal representa-
tives. An additional 30-day period was provided by DEP to receive written comments
from the public before acting upon the application.

On October 22, DEP responded to Geryville Materials’ application with a 12-page defi-
ciency notice. Many of the deficiencies concern the data Geryville submitted for ground-
water; infiltration rates, runoff, pump tests, monitoring, etc. DEP is also requesting new
pump tests and monitoring at the proposed site.

Is Quality of Life in the Region Important?

What will our quality of life be in another decade or so? Over the last several decades,
farmland has been gobbled up by developers, covering much of the Lehigh Valley with
commercial mega buildings and houses as far as the eye can see. Planning seemed to
matter little and quality of life for the residents mattered even less. Although Lower Mil-
ford followed the goals and policies of maintaining a rural community with emphasis on
agricultural preservation as stated in our Comprehensive Plan, others did not. A recent
traffic count by PennDOT indicated over 5,000 vehicles per day travel through Limeport;
most of those vehicles are commuters passing through our community.

The Lehigh Valley Planning Commission (serves Lehigh and Northampton Counties)
has drafted a long range transportation plan. The plan identifies the result of a 2010
voter survey indicating that traffic congestion is a “major issue.” The overwhelming in-
crease of trucking in the Lehigh Valley cannot be ignored. According to PennDOT sta-
tistics, the section of I-78 near the Lehigh-Berks boundary line, has the distinction of a
crash rate 71% above the state average and a 41% higher rate of fatalities.

Traffic congestion can only increase if the predictions cited in the Build Lehigh Valley
report presented by the Lehigh Valley Planning Commission Staff on May 4, 2015,
come to fruition. The report estimates an additional 50,000 households in the Lehigh
Valley by 2040. While “growth” is equated by some to equal “progress” and
“advancement,” it is much like food consumption; if you only consume high calorie food
in modest and responsible amounts, it should not harm you. However, gorging ice
cream and potato chips can lead to obesity; so will overdevelopment lead to dangerous
congestion and misery.

To a great extent, local government is still in control of their community’s current and
future planning. State legislature makes some mandates on land use and some are
suggestions to formulate comprehensive plans and Zoning Ordinances to accomplish
those plans. Counties also have comprehensive plans which address land use across
the whole county, and in the case of Lehigh, the Lehigh Valley Planning Commission
staff and committees formulate the comprehensive plan for both Lehigh and Northamp-
ton. The current Lehigh Valley Comprehensive Plan 2030 is slated for an update be-
ginning later this year. If you have an interest in how the Lehigh Valley continues to be
shaped, let the Lehigh Valley Planning Commission staff know your sentiments.

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@ Protecting Water Quality from Urban Runoff

The most recent National Water Quality Inventory reports that runoff from urbanized areas
iIsthe leading source of water quality impairments to surveyed estuaries and the third-
largest source of impairmentsto surveyed lakes.

The porous and varied terrain of natural landscapes like forests, wetlands, and grasslands traps rainwater an
snowmelt and allows them to filter slowly into the ground. In contrast, impervious (nonporous) surfaces like
roads, parking lots, and rooftops prevent rain and snowmelt from infiltrating, or soaking, into the ground.
Most of the rainfall and snowmelt remains above the surface, where it runs off rapidly in unnaturally large
amounts. Storm sewer systems concentrate runoff into smooth, straight conduits. This runoff gathers speeg
and erosional power as it travels underground. When this runoff leaves the storm drains and empties into &
stream, its excessive volume and power blast out streambanks, damaging streamside vegetation and wipir
out aquatic habitat. These increased storm flows carry sediment loads from construction sites and other de
nuded surfaces and eroded streambanks. They often carry higher water temperatures from streets, roof top
and parking lots, which are harmful to the health and reproduction of aquatic life. The loss of infiltration
from urbanization may also cause profound groundwater changes. Although urbanization leads to great in-
creases in flooding during and immediately after wet weather, in many instances it results in lower stream
flows during dry weather. Many native fish and other aquatic life cannot survive when these conditions pre-
vail.
